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Foreword

This dictionary follows the rich tradition of English and Croatian maritime lexicography. It builds on
some major dictionaries such as:

- An Universal Dictionary of the Marine {1769) by William Falconer

- The Sailor's Word-Book (1867) by Admiral W_H. Smyth

- From Keel to Truck: A Marine Dictionary in English, French and German [1885) by Henri
Paasch

- International Maritime Dictionary (Various editions) by René de KerchoveDictionary of
Shipping Terms by Peter Brodie

The oldest evidence of Croatian maritime terms can be traced back to 1535 [Dictionarium quingue
nobilissimarum Europae linguarum, Latinae, Italicae, Germanicae, Dalmaticae et Ungaricae, Venetiis
1535). Croatian maritime terminology folows a number of terms related to river and estuary
navigation in 0ld Croatian before Croatian tribe settlement on the Adriatic in the sevents century
A.D. From then on the Croatian shipping undergoes the development of its own maritime
terminology enriched by intensive lexical and semantic borrowing in contacts with Italian until the
beginning of 19th century when the borrowing process notes a strong impact of English maritime
terminology, still ongoing today. This primarily refers to technology, shipping business, maritime law
and communication.

The first Croatian Maritime Dictionary was published in 1870 (Morski rie€nik 1870, by BoZo Babic)
followed by Brod (Pomorstvo, 1, 1944 (by Petar Mardesic), Bodska nomenklatura in 1961 (a Croatian
edition of Paasch's Dictionary above) etc.

The first modern, corpus-based maritime dictionary (J. Luzer, & Spinfic Enciklopedijski
brodostrojarski rjecnik Englesko-hrvatski, Skolska knjiga) was published in 2013), focusing on Marine
Engineering terminology.

The subject-matter of this dictionary is a comprehensive multidic iplinary study of maritime terms as
used in the following fields (each marked by a specific usage label): ship design and naval
architecture, navigation/deck, marine engineering, shipping, maritime communications, maritime
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law and law of the sea, ship handling, stability, cargo handling [carriage, stowage and storage), ports,
metorology, oceanography, etc.).

In the choice of Croatian translation equivalents to English maritime terms the following principles
have been applied:

- Croatian language terms are preferred to words of foreign origin
- Widely used and more largely diffused terms are given prominence
- The term form should follow the rules of Croatian word formation and lexical standards

The ordering of Croatian translation equivalents (blue in colour) meets the following principles:

-  Recommended, i.e. most accepted term

- Allowed terms (usually synoymious terms, strongly suggested by commaon usage)

Recent developments

Ower the last four decades computational limguistic, corpus linguistics, artificial intelligence (Al), and
large language models (LLM) have dramamticaly changed the approach to, methodology and forms
of lexicography, maritime lexicography being no exception.

Therefore, paper-based maritime dictionaries {monolingual, bilingual and multilingual ) have
gradually given way to digitalised maritime dictionaries, first in CD-ROM form and today appearing in
various modes of web-based dictionaries (e.g. glossaries, links to website dictionaries, maritime
corpora, lexicographic databases, etc.).

Artificial intelligence |Al) represents today a major challenge to maritime lexicography because it
gives lexicographers quick access to sources for retrieving terms for both established and new
maritime concepts, offering definitions of maritime terms and related terms from innumerable texts
from relevant maritime websites, discussions, issues and guidance to solutions, monalingual and
multilingual.

Reliability, of course, is still a major issue in applying Al but with the introduction and availability of
large language models (LLM) these difficulties will be mitigated, if not entirely solved. The efficiency
of using Al in maritime lexicography and terminology will largely depend on the (legal) availability of
maritime texts on the web. In the case of maritime-related texts, English language dominates the
wieeh, offering a wealth of texts (written, and even spoken), marked by a variety of subject fields,
usage and other registers, across a number of genres and styles. Thus, maritime English today best
meets the reguirements of LLM in maritime lexicography. This is to a lesser extent true of the of
digitalised texts of the so-called languages of limited diffusion |e.g. Croatian), which are largely
underrepresented on the web.
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In this dictionary extensive use has been made of the Maritime English Corpus (compiled by the
autor) using tiCorpus software (https://tshwanedje.com/tshwanelex/) for extracting maritime terms
and multiword terms, creating definitions, selecting representative examples of usage, etc. This also
refers to a great number of maritime websites, which have also been the source of illustrations and
images for selected terms. SketchEngine software (https:/fwww.sketchengine.eu/) has been a major
tool the purpose of extracting maritime-related terms, multiword terms, and collocations.

Al (OpenAl/ChatGPT4) has been the latest tool applied in compiling this maritime dictionary. | has
been used mainly for the purpose of checking the of lexicographic information for term entries, and
vice versa, for checking the reliability of Al generated entries, especially definitions, related words
and examples of usage. Proponents of the use of Al in lexicography (e.g. Gilles-Maurice de Schryver.
Generative Al and Lexicography: The Current State of the Art Using ChatGPT, October 2023,
International Journal of Lexicography 36(4)) are now fully justified in their claim that Al can provide
valuable lexicographic information, subsituting in places the wark of the lexicographer, and
automatically create a list of entry articles when fed a list of headwords. Therefore, in 2023 Openal
ChatGPT was introduced and integrated into the dictionary software Tlex
{https:/ftshwanedje.com/news/OpenAl-Al-GFT-Integration). Since then it has frequently been used
in compiling and editing this bilingual dictionary by entering a simple prompt: “Can you give me a
dictionary entry for the word ___ 7" to any Al software. The entry text penerated by Al can then be
used by the lexicographer in making his final compiling and editing decisions, after having confronted
it with other textual or pictorial sources for the entry in question.
